Important Notes for the College and Major:

e A grade of C- or higher is the minimum accepted grade in most business program courses. A grade of
C or higher is required in some core courses associated with specific majors. Check with an OSU
advisor.

e Other similar majors to explore: Ag Business Management; Merchandising Management.

e Accountancy, Business Information System and Finance majors have key OSU classes offered in the
fall.

e In addition to the classes listed above, business majors must complete 24 upper division common core
credits as well as additional lower division requirements. If pursuing an option or major other than
business administration, additional business coursework (24-26 credits) also required.

e Business majors automatically satisfy requirements for a B.S. degree. Check with an OSU advisor for
B.A. degree requirements.
